4. It was reported to the Board that another trailer had been removed, so 4 were turned
over to Barbara Hansen of the Kane County Building Inspectors.

Everyone read and approved the letter to the Toblers, re: Kane County says
Buckskin is a County road and does not belong to the Toblers. They will have to
pay their annual dues just like everyone else. The letter will be mailed to them.

Everyone read and approved the lien letter for the attorney. As soon as we are
actually ready to lien owners, we will get the letter to Ed Robbins for finalization
and mailing.

Glen had been to Kane County and had also called the Utah State Tax
Department, and had found that there is only one company up here that is
registered and renting legally.

5. Kibby had not been able to reach Ed yet, so could not report on his findings. Sharon
shared with everyone that she has talked to many Plat E owners who think that
if they sign the Consent & Dedication form, they are giving the Association their
Power of Attorney. We do NOT think that is the case, but Kibby will ask Ed.

The possibility of buying a water truck was researched several years ago by the
MVHOA Board at the time. Considering insurance, storage, maintenance,
liability and more, it was determined that this would NOT IN ANY WAY be a
cost-effective solution. Kibby will research the cost of renting one.
