Saturday, September 27, 2008
. The meeting was called to order by Glen Miller at 10:10 AM.

Present were: Glen Miller,'Clark Hirschi, Sharon Adams, Sheryll Hirschi, Wendy
Cherry and Kibby Betz.

Absent was: Dave Peters—excused.

. Kibby moved to approve the July 26, 2008 minutes, Sheryll seconded and it passed
unanimously.

. Changes to the Agenda: 12. Swain’s Creek sign

. Glen reported that when he contacted Barbara Hansen at the Kane County Building

Inspectors Office regarding the progress on the permanent trailer packets, she
admitted that she had forgotten she had them. Glen asked her to notify us when
she had taken action and the results.

Lou Pratt and the Kane County Water Conservancy (Mike Noel) received the
letters—Mr. Shaeffer, from Mike Noel’s office, called and Glen returned his
call—he told Glen that the contract with Cindy Taylor’s Construction has
been closed and that he was uncertain as to what we wanted. Glen told him
that even though the contract with Cindy Taylor’s company was closed, we
are aware that she is responsible for one year from that date and that we want
a copy of that contract. We also expect that certain items be taken care of:

a) street signs downed during construction (still being held up by Kane

County’s 911 Grid) (Shaeffer said he would look into this),

b) dangerously deep culverts (example: Porcupine Circle),

c¢) road base conditions (Shaeffer advised that Cindy

Taylor’s company used what Kane County purchased and had no control

over this matter—he admitted that what we got was mostly clay).

Glen told him that we want a letter advising us of where they stand on
each of these issues, and whose responsibility each one is.

Glen’s idea: Kane County could bring the excess chips from all chip-
sealing projects, and spread these on our roads—providing more traction.

Shaeffer indicated that he was unsure as to what information he could give
us, but said he would get with Mike Noel and get back with Glen.

The Board discussed the possibility of cc-ing the Utah State Attorney
General if we have to follow up with another letter.
